increase the students’ level of productivity.

Previous studies suggest that
these factors include the length of
deadlines, amount of internet exposure,
level of self-discipline, and classroom
engagement.

¥ Incentives and moral support motivate students to
be more productive and efficient in accomplishing
school activities.

3¢ Procrastination due to task aversiveness, distractions
and lack of motivation hinders students to be efficient.

J¢ strategies that can help boost their productivity
include proper task and time management, discarding
distractions, and focusing on goals.
